Band Class Expectations

What the director expects:

Attendance:
There are 2 band classes per week. Attendance is mandatory. 

Preparation:
 Students need to have all necessities with them at every class, including their instrument, band book, band binder and pencil. Musicians always carry pencils! 
Home Practice:  Students are assigned specific exercises and/or band pieces to practice for their next class. Please make sure they focus on the exercises and skills given.  These are designed to help progress the young musician on their instrument. 

Rehearsals:  Rehearsals are exactly that, rehearsals.  There isn’t enough time during rehearsal to use it as practice time.   With that in mind, please come to each rehearsal with individual parts prepared for that class.  
Homework:  The bulk of band homework is the music to be prepared for class. Most written assignments will be partially, if not all completed in class and are directly related to their music education.

What students and parents can expect: 

Band Class:  As in every school band program, attendance at band class is mandatory.  Students will grow and progress with their instrument with confidence if they attend classes and practice a little every day.

Concerts:  There will be at least two concerts for all students during the year. More information will follow.  Students are to attend all concerts for the duration of the performance. Students are marked on their participation in each concert. If a student is unable to attend a concert, they are to inform the director as soon as the conflict is identified. Any student unable to participate may jeopardize the performance of the band.

Feedback:  Students will receive constant feedback about their playing. In almost every class students will have an opportunity to play by themselves and get tips and suggestions on how to improve. 

Newsletters will be sent out as needed to keep parents informed as needed.

Trombone:  Trombone slide cream, a small water sprayer, slide grease, a mouthpiece cleaning brush and a lead-pipe cleaning brush (also called a snake”).
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             Percussion:  Bell set (2 ½ octaves), pair of bell mallets, pair of drum sticks, practice pad, yarn mallets and stick bag. All materials should be clearly marked with your name.
